COMMUNITY is the first group we want to
address. Anyone who lives within a five mile
radius of Bethany Baptist Church is part of our
community. They may have never darkened the
door of our church but they are still part of our
community. They will range from the down and
outers to the movers and shakers. They may be
lost or walking in the glory of a vibrant
relationship with Christ. They are the people we
see at school events or in the grocery store. We
may or may not know their names but they are the
people who surround us as we do church. These
are the people who because of a positive
interaction with our membership will possibly
visit our church one day.

The second group is referred to as the CROWD.
The Crowd attends Bethany on occasion. You
never know if they will be there or not. Going to
church is a chore for the crowd. They attend
hoping to gain some sort of spiritual bonus points
so that they might find favor with God. They are
just enough religious to seem respectable but they
would never be called committed. Some of the
crowd have walked down an aisle and prayed a
prayer but their lives have never been changed by
the power and glory of God.

The third group is the CONGREGATION . The
congregation is those who are members of our
church, attend semi-regularly and have valid
concerns about what happens at church. For the
most part, the congregation has a relationship with
Jesus Christ. They love the Lord and they love
their church. The congregation feels a duty to
attend church. The heart cry of the congregation is
to have a closer walk with Christ but the battle
ground of the congregation is in the area of the
heart. The congregation would like to be stronger
Christians but have not learned how to dent their
selves and give everything over to God.

The fourth group is the COMMITTED . The
committed are members who feel responsibility
for and commitment to the success of the church.
As Christians growing in their walk with the Lord,
they understand the importance of serving Christ
and supporting (both financially and through
attendance) the activities of the church. The
committed are growing tithers and willing
volunteers. They may not have identified a
personal ministry but they are willing to do what
needs to be done. The church would fail without
the committed. The committed have a burning
desire to know God better. They have a desire to
be involved in ministry but have not identified
what their ministry might be.

The last group is the CORE. The core makes it
happen. The core is the twenty percent that does
eighty percent of the work of the church. The
major difference between the committed and the
core is that the people who make up the core have
identified and are practicing a personal ministry.
As your pastor it is my duty to help prepare you
for your personal ministry. If God reveals to you
what ministry He wants you to be involved in then
as your pastor | need to provide the tools you need
to do your ministry. As individual ministries
multiply, as we have more and more people out
there trying to reach more and more people, the
ministry of the church will grow. Our church will
grow. And our people will grow spiritually.

Now is the time for self evaluation.

Where are you right now? Which group do you fit
into? What can we do to assist you in moving
closer to the center, into the next group?

Excerpts from church history pages
provided by Mrs. Joy Carroll:

In 1872, Bethany Baptist Church was
organized. The first church was built out
of logs from timber cut in Pin Oak Creek.
In 1918, the original structure was torn
down and rebuilt. In 1938, the church was
blown off the blocks by a storm. Most of
the church records were destroyed in a fire
i n a member’s home

In 1953, the new Bethany Baptist
Church building was dedicated at a big
revival. In 1973, the current sanctuary was
dedicated. In 2005, the current Fellowship
Hall was built.
